4. Megan Wilson – Discussions from Principals’ Meeting. 
a. Before and after school hours, the district will not be calling for a replacement bus if a bus breaks down. That was discussed at the DEC meeting last night and an update will be sent out. 

5. Principal Report
a. Reviewed student numbers at the school 
i. Numbers are staying relatively level around 244 students
b. Staffing/Absences
i. Karen Mawhinney is out for several weeks and Donald Hache has been replacing her. 
ii. Corrine Snider has been out for several weeks and replaced by a supply teacher, Erin Dacoste
c. Parking lot/drop off
i. Some parents are dropping students off before the line to the kiss and drop, but it is a safety concern for the children and disrupting the kiss and drop traffic line. 
d. Hot lunch 
i. We tried a pizza Friday and it was successful. We did have some logistical challenges in managing the delivery as we do not have a cafeteria. There is interest in continuing with monthly Pizza Fridays, but we might try other pizza companies if it works financially.  
ii. We are not planning on a weekly hot lunch at this time, but without having Chartwells in the building it becomes difficult to manage on a regular basis. 
iii. Information about the provincial initiative to feed students was shared, emphasizing the province's investment in school breakfast programs and recent renovations to our breakfast club, which was the former science lab. This includes new equipment stainless steel counters that are interchangeable and allow us to keep it cleaner than the old cupboards could be kept.
e. Winter sledding outside
i. PE Teacher or Classroom Teachers are going to take their own classes out on their own gym times to keep numbers down for safety and to keep from helmet sharing due to lice concerns. 
ii. Question regarding whether we are mandating teachers to take classes out.
iii. We will watch it and make sure everyone gets a chance. Admin might be there for some sledding classes. 
f. SIP district meeting
i. Nov. 6, 2025 – we met with the District Leadership Team and showed them our School Improvement Plan. 
ii. Positive Meeting – we are on the right track. District asked for a copy of our tracking sheet that teachers use. 
iii. SIP includes Literacy, Numeracy, Safe & Caring and Graduation Goals.
iv. Also, all teachers must have a Professional Growth Plan that reflects the SIP. 
v. Megan shared her growth goal regarding more familiarity with all areas of curriculum. 
vi. Several areas show significant increases from previous years and generally higher results than the district. 
vii. Some areas where we are focusing: 
1. Academic Goals: 
a. 26% are not reading at grade level in English Literacy and 16% are not reading at grade level in French Literacy
b. Targeted interventions in literacy and numeracy are being implemented for students with identified gaps, utilizing data-driven grouping for differentiated support.
2. How we help students feel Safe and Connected:
a. Breakfast Club
b. Social Emotional Lessons by Lindsey Hudson 
i. Identifying safe adults in the building. 
c. Large Paw Chart for Schoolwide Positive Behaviour support
d. Friendship Friday
e. Cultural posters and decor
f. Clothing Boutique
g. About 10 families that are sponsored through different organizations
h. Specialty Teachers are tracking participation in clubs and extra-curricular events to make sure everyone is involved in something.
i. School Social Worker helps families connect with resources outside of school
3. Graduation Goal
a. A big indicator of at-risk of not graduating is attendance. 
b. 2024-2025 – 25.7% of our school missed 10% of the school year. This is a concern over time. 
c. But we focused on the Habitually absent (3.3% of our school missed 20% of our school year). Supported with communication and problem solving with parents. 

6. Home and School Updates
a. Fundraising – playground. Other Schools are doing Fundraisers for their playgrounds so we are waiting on this. 
b. Basketball nets have been purchased but are not installed yet. 
c. Fundraiser idea for next year: Riverview does not have a big Christmas Craft fair so it would be a good opportunity to do a fundraiser and provide a nice service for the community. PSSC members are encouraged to share ideas and information on vendor opportunities.
