iii. Some focus on increasing the number of EA’s in our district because we held the line with EA numbers for a few years
iv.  Pilot Project – Extra PL Calendar
1. Positive on teacher learning, morale, 
2. DEC is pushing for our whole district to have the new calendar for all our schools
3. Some PSSC Chairs are writing letters in support of this, so Julie Kaniak is open to doing this. 
v. Diana Bourque & Pam Wilson presented on Numeracy
1. Interventions in place should demonstrate results over the next couple years.
vi. Service and Excellence Awards	
1. Duane is on this committee
2. All of last year’s and all of this year’s nominees will be celebrated in our District at the end of May 
vii. New Schools
1. Shediac School – on track for May of 2029
2. Salisbury School – land swap agreement has been signed. 
3. Dieppe School – is still negotiating for land.
4. Forest Glen and Sunny Brae will be replaced
5. Possible replacement of Mountainview School
6. Northrup Frye, Maplehurst and Evergreen are all busting at the seams.
7. Dieppe students are being bussed to RHS. 
8. New Office Building – Some have moved into the old Rogers building, but they are delayed into May for the next round of moves. 
viii. Over 20 000 students in our district
ix. Municipal Elections and DEC Elections are coming up. Duane is offering again but is encouraging others to run and he is open to answering questions anyone might have if they are also interested in running. 

6. Principal Report
a. Current enrollments for next year – 237 is projected
i. 38 pre-registered for kindergarten. 
b. Fire Marshall report (AM) – not applicable. Lots of concern from teachers around requested changes to lighting, chairs, paper on the walls, etc. 
c. Maple Syrup Field trip- Experiential Learning Grant
i. All students participated
d. Courtney Sarault came in with her 4 Olympic medals and spoke to our whole school. 
e. SIP – updates (positive reviews)
f. Outdoor classroom – new items, climbing wall, slacklines, more wood chips, steppingstones, maple tree tapping
i. Megan presented some of our Outdoor Classroom initiatives in Fredericton to the Deputy Minister of Education
ii. Mount Allison is coming in to present to our students about how to interact with the environment around our school, especially regarding salamanders that many of us like to catch in the woods. 
g. New math curriculum sites/Literacy initiatives
i. Diana Bourque is the new K-5 Numeracy Subject Coordinator and she has created a site that provides ideas and resources for teachers.
h. Overview of Gr. 4 & 5 Student Wellness Survey results

a. Grants 
i. $300 left in our school budget that will be spent on groceries. 
ii. $3000 French Grant (waiting to hear on approval to pay for trip to plant)
iii. $1750 Outdoor classroom
iv. $2218 Experiential learning initiatives

9. Other – role of PSSC, any questions on anything happening, positive and working environment, provide any feedback on school wide/district systemic concerns.
a. Matt Kelly asked about decision making for construction of schools, tracking population growth, etc. 
i. There is a specific process for how they make those decisions. We do not have a lot of say in it. 
ii. We have said we are open to rezoning since the other 3 elementary schools are closer to being full
iii. We have 11 homeroom classrooms that are being used for other purposes, so we could add about 200 more students, which would come with additional teachers, EA’s, etc.
